Title: Evidence (of) or (For) or (From) God!

Central Truth: Due to natural revelation God holds every person
accountable to respond to Him.

[. v.19: The Evidence of Conscience (Consciousness)

Here Paul is referring to what Theologians call:

Consciousness - Being made in the image of God we have the ability for
introspection as well as thinking beyond or transcending ourselves.
